Is about …





This model is one in which students are responsible for gathering knowledge on a certain topic that fits within a larger topic. Students then group together to teach one another their smaller topics. They bring their individual knowledge together to create the larger picture.








So what? What is important to understand about this?





This model is used to implement social skills, research skills, cooperation, etc. more than it is about pressing actual content knowledge. 





Main idea














Planning





-Specifying Learning Objectives: 


This includes organized bodies of knowledge and task specialization. Make desired outcomes clear to students. In this particular model, objectives focus more on interaction & other goals than simply academics.


-Preparing Study Guides: Provide material to help guide your students to the information you want them to learn and gather.


-Forming Student Teams: Create heterogeneous groups within the class. Make sure the groups reflect your learning objectives & are beneficial to help the students reach those objectives.


-Supplementing Expert Presentations: Be prepared to fill in any holes or questions that the student experts may leave for their classmates.
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Implementing





1. Assigning Experts: 2 options: assign topics to each student yourself or allow them to discuss amongst themselves and compromise to choose their own topics. 2. Information Gathering: Give students time periods to gather information as well as resources. Study guides will help them know what information to collect. This collected information will go into their presentation to teach their fellow group members. 3. Expert Meetings: Students with the same expert topics come together to share information and discuss to ensure they are teaching their classmates the correct, most useful information. These meetings need to be moderated by teacher with students assigned certain positions. 4. Peer Instruction: Students get together to teach one another about their expert topic. Give time limits to each presentation. Encourage discussion and questions. Teachers can provide guided notes.


5. Review and Closure: Go over the material with the class after everyone delivers their presentations. Clear up any questions. Fill in any holes that the students may have left.
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Assessing





To assess students, teacher can walk around and observe students while working in groups with a checklist of desired outcomes for each student. Teacher can work with each of the separate groups to mediate discussion if needed and make sure they are on the right track. Teacher can also assist individual students as they conduct their research.


Content is assessed through worksheets, quizzes, tests, essays, projects, etc.


Review & Closure is also a great assessment method.
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Motivation & Modifications





-To motivate the students, stress how important each of their individual parts are in the group as experts and teachers. Make them feel responsible. Make them excited to be the teacher to their classmates for a day!
